1. Invitation

The Kyrgyz Chess Federation has the honor of inviting all Asian National Chess Federations affiliated to FIDE to participate in the 2006 Asian Youth Chess Championships (Boys & girls) under-16, under -18 in Bishkek (Kyrgyzstan) from 02 September (arrival) to 10 September  2006. (Departure)

2. Participation

2.1 Each National Federation can enter one (1) player in each of the Under-16 & 18 (Boys & girls) categories, totaling a maximum of  for (4) invited players. 

2.2 Players with a personal right (1st to 3rd) in a previous championship according to FIDE Rules will also be accepted as invited player. 
                                                                                                                                         2.3 Additional (extra) players can also be registered. 

3. Entry Fees

3.1 In accordance with FIDE regulations an entry fee of US$ 75 is required for each invited player. Their National Federation must pay this amount to Asian Chess Federation.

3.2 For each additional (extra) player, an entry fee of US$ 150 is required. Their National Federation must also pay this amount directly to the Asian Chess Federation .

4. Registration and Travel conditions 

4.1 Entry forms must be filled from the National Federations and returned to the organizer not later than 10 August 2006. This date is the registration deadline.

4.2 The complete registration form must include the surname, first name, FIDE ID number, FIDE rating and title, and passport number of each player and each accompanying person. It must also include the name and telephone / e-mail / fax number of the Delegation chief and of the person in charge in the Federation.

4.3 A copy of passport of each player and each accompanying person must be sent by email or fax to organizer.

4.4 All travel expenses must be paid by the participants or their National Federation.

4.5 Every player (invited, extra or by personal right) and every accompanying person has to pay to the organizers the amount of US $ 100 at the moment of their registration upon arrival by cash.

4.6 The above amount of US$ 100 includes registration and bus transport from the airport to the tournament, hotel (02 September ), with return on the-departure day (10 September ) 2006. 

4.7 Players will not be paired until all payments of their federation have been fulfilled,

4.8 Players will not be paired if they don't arrive at the Official Hotel at least one hour before the Technical Meeting.

5. Hotel - Playing Venue –will be informed later

5.1 Accommodation and full board will be provided at four or three stars Hotel by the organizer. 

5.2 Free boarding and lodging will be provided to the invited players as well as to one (1) official per federation from 02 September (Lunch) to 10 September  (breakfast). The organizers can accommodate invited participants in double, triple rooms or suites.

5.3 All participants and all accompanying persons are obliged to lodge at the official Hotel. 

5.4 Hotel payments for all extra players and accompanying persons must be made on arrival in Site or in advance. No future payments of hotel bills will be accepted.

5.5 Cost for full board and lodging (with breakfast, lunch &'dinner) for additional (extra) players and accompanying persons:

a. in triple rooms:           US $ 40   per person per day, 

b. in double/twin room   US $ 50   per person per day,

c. in single rooms:           US $ 70   per person per day.
